JCPP Meeting Costs


Funds are requested to pay the rental costs of meeting facilities for the Joint Committee on Pension Policy (JCPP), which meets approximately seven times a year in the Sea-Tac area.  The Committee had been using the Sea-Tac Legislative Office at no charge until its closure in 1995. 


       


Increase Staff to Full-Time


Increased workload for the Joint Committee on Pension Policy and additional office publications require the increase of a Word Processing Specialist position from 80 percent to full time. 


       


Computer Replacement


The Legislative Service Center plans computer replacement every three years to have the capacity required by new software.  Being part of that system, the State Actuary needs to replace its computer hardware to have the same computer capability. 


       


Leasehold Improvements


Personal computers have replaced computer terminals for actuarial data processing.  Funds are requested to remodel the computer/terminal room for use as office space. 


       


Enhance Connection to LSC
