Recommended Budget Includes:


The Governor's Emergency Fund is provided with $1.7 million which the Governor can make available to agencies for unforeseen expenses or critical agency operations that are not supported by other appropriations.  (General Fund-State)  





A total of $5,027,000 is provided for allocation to agencies as needed for Tort Defense Services.  ($2,514,000 General Fund-State and $2,513,000 Tort Defense Services Revolving Account)  





A total of $426,000 is provided for allocations to agencies for the Americans With Disabilities Act.  This funding is used primarily for providing training to agencies regarding what is considered to be reasonable accommodation that must be provided to disabled employees and clients.  (Americans With Disabilities Act Special Revolving Account)  





Funding is provided for transfers to the Tort Claims Revolving Fund based upon actuarial projection of claims that must be paid by the state.  ($2,500,000 General Fund-State, $1,000,000 Motor Vehicle Account, and $1,000,000 Marine Operating Account)
