Filer Assistance


Funding is provided for the addition of two Senior Political Finance Specialists to train and assist individuals who are required to file with the Public Disclosure Commission (PDC) or who are otherwise subject to the requirements and prohibitions of the Public Disclosure Law.  These additional FTE staff will allow existing PDC compliance and enforcement staff to devote more of their time to reviewing reports, conducting audits, preparing reporting modifications, taking complaints, conducting investigations, and preparing cases for enforcement hearings.  This item also includes funding for printing expenses associated with the updating and publication of the various manuals, brochures, and reporting forms produced by the PDC and funding for the production of a videotape covering the basics of the law for candidates.  Funding is also provided to expand upon the electronic filing program that was used in this election cycle by candidates for governor as well as by other candidates and committees on a voluntary basis.   Additionally, funding is provided for moving expenses and increased rent necessitated by the staffing increase.

Additional funding is provided to the PDC to enable the agency to utilize Attorney General services at a level comparable to that experienced in the current biennium.
