Charitable trusts are required to file and be registered with the Secretary of State's Office.  Funds and one staff person are provided to address the agency's nine month backlog of filings, trust registrations, and re-registrations. 


       


International Education


Chapter 253, Laws of 1996 (House Bill 2291) requires the Office of the Secretary of State to foster international education, cultural, and business exchanges.  The legislation allows a database to be developed and maintained identifying Washington students, interns, and citizens working overseas; international students who have studied at Washington State educational institutions; and exchange opportunities for Washington residents who would like to participate in education, internships, or technical assistance programs.  Funds and one staff person are provided to develop and maintain this database.

The Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Act of 1996 (federal welfare legislation) requires states to have laws providing for holding, suspending, or restricting the use of driver's professional, occupational, and recreational licenses under specific circumstances in which child support is not paid.
