Performance Changes


         


Pass-through Funds Reduction


Pass-through funds are reduced for mobile home relocation assistance and Hanford area economic development assistance, consistent with available revenues in the 1997-99 Biennium.  (Mobile Home Park Relocation Account, Hanford Area Economic Investment Account)  


       


Low-Income Legal Services


Federal funding for low-income legal services in Washington State was reduced by $2.1 million in Federal Fiscal Year 1996.  The $4.2 million impact in the 1997-99 Biennium is partially offset by this proposal.  (General Fund-State, Public Safety and Education Account)

Growth Management Assistance *


Additional funding is provided to help local governments improve the quality of comprehensive plans developed under the Growth Management Act and to address land-use issues before they reach a crisis stage.  The Governor's proposal provides additional grant resources for local governments and additional technical assistance staff. 


       


Planning and Environmental Review


The planning and environmental review pilot program is provided an additional $1 million to continue to explore integrating planning activities required under the State Environmental Policy Act and the Growth Management Act.  (Growth  Management Planning and Environmental Review Account) 


       


Court Appointed Special Advocates


The Court Appointed Special Advocates/Guardian Ad Litem (CASA/GAL) program provides an adult advocate for the interests of children involved in dependency proceedings or other court processes.  Nationally, the program has a demonstrated track record of cost-effective intervention on behalf of children.  This funding will provide CASA/GAL services statewide.  Funding is included to evaluate the program. 


       


International Trade


Funding is provided for staff to focus on high technology export markets in Europe and Asia, and for additional loan guarantee support through the Export Assistance Center.  Together these enhancements are projected to result in $40 million in new sales and 300 businesses exporting to new markets over the next two years. 


       


Emergency Food Assistance Program *


To offset the impacts of federal welfare changes affecting food stamp and income assistance programs, additional funding is provided for food banks. 


       


Homelessness Prevention Program


The Department will create a homelessness prevention program in cooperation with local community service organizations to help families at risk of eviction or foreclosure remain in their homes.  Financial assistance will be provided only on a short-term basis to bridge specific health or employment crises. 


       


TeamChild Program *


The TeamChild program has a track record of effective intervention during the juvenile justice process to reduce the risk of repeat offense.  The program has been successful in re-enrolling 90 percent of school age children in their local school and in securing needed educational and social service support.  Funding is provided to establish additional sites. 


       


Domestic Violence Legal Advocacy


Additional funding available from the federal Department of Justice Byrne Grant will be directed to provide legal advocacy services to victims of domestic violence.  (General Fund-Federal) 


       


ECEAP Vendor Salaries


The Governor provides Early Childhood Educational Assistance Program (ECEAP) contractors additional funds to offset cost-of-living salary adjustments.  The adjustment is linked to the levels provided to state employees. 


       


Tourism Marketing Enhancement


The addition $1 million provided by Governor Lowry will be used to improve the domestic and international marketing of Washington State tourism opportunities.

Business and Job Retention Program


The Business and Job Retention Program (BJRP) has a successful track record of providing critical advise to businesses at risk of closure or bankruptcy.  The $200,000 provided by the Governor will be used to extend the BJRP network to additional counties. 


       


Domestic Violence Training


Through an interagency agreement with the Office of the Administrator of Courts, judges will be provided domestic violence training. 


       


Crime-Related Programs *


A 2.6 percent across-the-board reduction is made to programs funded from the Violence Reduction and Drug Enforcement Account due to a fund shortfall of $3.7 million.  The programs affected by the reduction include the Community Mobilization Grants program, the Office of Crime Victims Advocacy, and Drug Prosecution Assistance.  (Violence Reduction and Drug Enforcement Account) 


       


Community Investment Unit


The Community Economic Revitalization Board will use the additional staff to evaluate new funding requests and to monitor the existing loan portfolio.  Funds to administer the Public Works Trust Fund program are shifted from the capital budget to the operating budget.  (Public Facility Construction Loan Revolving Account, Public Works Assistance Account) 


       


Safe Drinking Water


The federal government has provided funding to improve the state's water systems.  The Department of Community, Trade, and Economic Development (CTED) will operate a state revolving fund to finance these improvements.  (General Fund-Federal) 


       


Watershed Management Proposal #


Funding is provided as a component of the Governor's watershed management proposal.  There are two elements of the package.  CTED will provide technical assistance to local governments to integrate water availability and projected demands on water resources into comprehensive land-use plans.  CTED will also collect, catalogue, and disseminate land use and water availability data in a geographic information system format for use by local governments.  These elements provide the basic information necessary for locally-elected officials to make informed decisions affecting water resources and land use.   (Water Resource Administration Account)
