February Flood Local Matching Funds


In the 1996 Supplemental Budget, the Governor recommended and the Legislature appropriated state funds to provide the match necessary for local governments to earn Federal Emergency Management Agency funds for the February 1996 floods.  Additional state funds are provided to continue this event-specific decision to provide local governments extra financial assistance because of the enormous costs many local governments face as a result of the February 1996 floods.  The General Fund-State dollars are appropriated to the Flood Control Assistance Account to allow greater expenditure flexibility between fiscal years in meeting these disaster-related costs.
