DSHS Employee Background Checks #


This item funds the cost of performing criminal history background checks on all Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) employees who have unsupervised access to children or vulnerable adults.  It also includes funding for background checks on new hires employed by contractors and licensees whose responsibilities allow unsupervised access to children or vulnerable adults.  Current law governing background checks does not cover all DSHS employees and independent providers who perform these duties.  Legislation changing current law is being submitted by the department.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal)  


       


Year 2000 Conversion Costs


Funding is provided for modification of the agency's automated information systems to ensure correct date functioning through and beyond the Year 2000.  These applications are for direct client service delivery support in the following areas:  Refugee Assistance, Juvenile Rehabilitation, Office of Financial Recovery, Developmental Disabilities, Child Support, and the Social Service Payment System.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal) 


       


Basic Health Plan Underexpenditure


The Health Services Account is adjusted for lower anticipated expenditures required for the enrollment of home-care workers in the Basic Health Plan.  (Health Services Account)

Adult Family Home Training


Funding is provided to increase training for providers of adult family homes.  The current training requirement is for 22 hours of initial training with 10 hours of follow-up.  The Department proposes increasing the initial training to a total of 36 hours.  Training will be required before a provider is licensed.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal) 


       


Adult Family Home Inspections


Funding and staffing is provided to increase the frequency of licensing inspections for adult family homes in order to ensure that serious deficiencies in care are detected and corrected.  The statutory requirement is for a maximum interval of 18 months, while current funding allows for an average of 15 months.  This step would allow an interval of approximately 12 months.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal) 


       


Residential Care Quality Assurance


This item provides funding for additional case managers to perform more frequent visits at long term care residential facilities.  Currently, the Department averages one follow-up visit per year for clients placed in residential settings.  This item would increase that frequency to two visits per year in order to improve monitoring the conditions at these homes and to ensure that a high quality of care is delivered.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal) 


       


Targeted Vendor Rate Increase


Selected department vendors that do not receive mandatory rate increases will have their rates increased by 2.5 percent on July 1, 1997 and an additional 2.7 percent on July 1, 1998.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal)
