DSHS Employee Background Checks #


This item funds the cost of performing criminal history background checks on all Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) employees who have unsupervised access to children or vulnerable adults.  It also includes funding for background checks on new hires employed by contractors and licensees whose responsibilities allow unsupervised access to children or vulnerable adults.  Current law governing background checks does not cover all DSHS employees and independent providers who perform these duties.  Legislation changing current law is being submitted by the Department.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal)  


       


VRDE Account Shortfall *


This item represents a 2.6 percent across-the-board reduction to programs funded from the Violence Reduction and Drug Enforcement Account due to a fund shortfall of $3.7 million.  Excluded from this proration are non-revisable judicial agencies, and the Community Network Grants who receive 7.5 percent by statute.  (Violence Reduction and Drug Enforcement Account)  


       


Fetal Alcohol Syndrome


Funds are provided for an advocacy program to provide coordinated services to the highest risk mothers who are abusing alcohol.  These women include those who have given birth to a child with Fetal Alcohol Syndrome/Alcohol Related Neurodevelopmental Disorder. 


       


Treatment For SSI/SSDI Persons*


Of the 4,700 individuals currently receiving Supplemental Security Income (SSI) and Social Security Disability Income (SSDI) benefits due to an alcoholism or drug addiction disability, it is anticipated that 50 percent will qualify for SSI/SSDI benefits under another disability criteria.  The other 50 percent who do not requalify will be left without a survival income and will be seeking other alternatives.  It is estimated that of those who no longer are eligible for SSI/SSDI benefits, 510 will seek Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Treatment and Support Act (ADATSA) services. 


       


Chemical Dependency Referrals


Chemically dependent parents referred from the Division of Children and Family Services (DCFS) are a major underserved population in the residential chemical dependency treatment field.  Funds are provided to expand services that include residential treatment, child development, parenting services, medical health services and linkage to community services.  In Fiscal Year 1999, the comprehensive service will be available in five or more new locations. 


       


Expand Treatment Capacity


The Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Treatment and Support Act (ADATSA) program does not have sufficient capacity to readily provide chemical dependency treatment to approximately 600 individuals already found eligible for ADATSA services.  Funds are provided to expand treatment capacity of ADATSA program to accommodate an additional 320 clients in Fiscal Year 1998, and 400 clients in Fiscal Year 1999. 


       


Year 2000 Conversion Costs


Funding is provided for modification of the agency's automated information systems to ensure correct date functioning through and beyond the Year 2000.  These applications are for direct client service delivery support in the following areas:  Refugee Assistance, Juvenile Rehabilitation, Office of Financial Recovery, Developmental Disabilities, Child Support, and the Social Service Payment System.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal)  


       


Grant Increase


This step funds a grant standard increase of 2.5 percent on July 1, 1997 and an additional 2.7 percent on July 1, 1998. 


       


Targeted Vendor Rate Increase


Selected department vendors that do not receive mandatory rate increases will have their rates increased by 2.5 percent on July 1, 1997 and an additional 2.7 percent on July 1, 1998.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Federal)
