Immunization Tracking


Additional funding is required to maintain the Child Profile program at the 1995-97 Biennium level because of loss of private grants, one time Maternal and Child Health Funding, and loss of the ability to claim Title XIX (Medicaid) funding. 


       


Farmworker Housing


This step includes the cost of an additional licensor/surveyor for temporary worker housing in order to meet the workload as additional housing is developed. 


       


Watershed Management Proposal #


Funding is provided to the Department of Health as part of the Governor's watershed management proposal.  Activities include Department of Health participation on interagency teams providing technical assistance to develop watershed plans, public education for water conservation and reclaimed water, water conservation technical assistance, basin assessments, water resource data management, and water demand forecasting.  (Water Resource Administration Account) 


       


Public Water System Supervision


This step includes additional federal funding for the Drinking Water program as a result of the reauthorization of the federal Safe Drinking Water Act.  Activities funded are the development of a water data management system and compliance efforts to meet requirements of the federal Safe Drinking Water Act.  (General Fund-Federal) 


       


Automated System Development


Funding is included for a Health Professions Licensing and Disciplinary Management System to be used primarily for complaint tracking and management.  The current system does not meet departmental needs for either complaint tracking or disciplinary functions and the software lease expires by July 1998. The new system will be developed and implemented by July 1998 and is expected to avoid future cost increases for these activities.  (Medical Disciplinary Account) 


       


Youth Tobacco


Funding is included from the Youth Tobacco Prevention Account for additional activities related to tobacco use prevention, education, and enforcement.  Additional revenue is available in this account to fund these activities.  Seventy percent of the funds would go to local health jurisdictions for coordinated tobacco intervention strategies to prevent and reduce tobacco use by youth; 30 percent would go to the Liquor Control Board (by interagency agreement) for enforcement of laws relating to access to tobacco by youth.  (Youth Tobacco Prevention Account) 


       


Public Water System Regulation


This step includes funding for changes due to the passage of the federal Safe Drinking Water Act of 1996, which establishes the State Revolving Fund and other program requirements for the Drinking Water program.   (General Fund-Federal) 


       


Health Services Account Reduction


These reductions to current level activities include Basic Health Plan Enrollment Assistance ($250,000), Health Professionals Resource Plan ($104,000), American Indian Data System ($100,000), Information Network for Public Health Official (INPHO) ($200,000), Data Development ($229,000), Immunization Systems Development ($200,000), Teen Pregnancy Prevention ($450,000), and Recruitment and Retention ($49,000).  The Immunization Systems Development and Teen Pregnancy Prevention reduction is taken from the Public Health Services Account, which will also reduce utilization of the Health Services Account.  (Public Health Services Account, Health Services Account) 


       


AIDS Pediatric Services


Funding to the Department of Health from the Violence Reduction and Education Account is eliminated.  The portion of this funding used for Maternal and Child Health services will be funded from the Maternal and Child Health federal grant.  General Fund-State is included for the Pediatric AIDS portion.  (General Fund-State, Violence Reduction and Education Account) 


       


Family Planning Services


Funding is included for birth control methods and family planning services to 10,000 women and vasectomies for 666 men who are low income and have no family planning insurance coverage.  Savings from the provision of these services is included in the Department of Social and Health Services - Medical Assistance Administration budget. 


       


Child Death Review Team #


This step includes the Department of Health's portion of the Child Death Review Team.  Staffing  is included for management, data collection and analysis. Specific funding is included for assistance to local health jurisdictions for participation with the review teams at the local level.

Reduce State Toxics Control Account


The State Toxics Control Account is reduced to balance to estimated revenues.  (State Toxics Control Account) 


       


License Suspension #


The Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Act of 1996 (federal welfare legislation) requires states to have laws providing for holding, suspending, or restricting the use of driver’s, professional, occupational, and recreational licenses under specific circumstances in which child support is not paid.  This item includes funding for the additional workload associated with the license suspension.  (General Fund-State, General Fund-Private/Local, Health Professions Account)  


       


Puget Sound Action Plan #


Funding is included in the Department of Health as part of the Governor’s watershed management proposal for outreach and technical assistance to local health jurisdictions for local on-site sewage issues, contracting with local health jurisdictions for recreational shellfish activities, contracts to research and demonstrate alternative and experimental on-site sewage systems, and developing an integrated shellfish data system.  (Water Resource Administration Account)
