Performance Changes

         

Health Care Savings

This item represents anticipated savings generated by effeciencies in health care delivery. 

       

Delay Prison Expansion

Savings are achieved by delaying the opening of newly expanded facilities. 

       

Delay Hiring Supervision Staff

Savings are achieved by delaying some community corrections staff hiring. 

       

First Time Offender Waiver #

Savings are the result of request legislation which will change the Community Supervision time from two years to one for offenders sentenced under the First Time Offender Waiver. 

       

�Drug Offender Sentencing Options #

The Governor will introduce legislation to more effectively deal with drug offenders.   



The bill will:  (1)  establish three different sentencing ranges for drug sales, depending on the quantity involved, (2) expand the use of the Special Drug Offender Sentencing Alternative to include offenders with prior convictions for possession and nonviolent offenses.  Currently only first-time drug felons are eligible.  This sentencing option includes comprehensive substance abuse assessment and treatment, and suspension of half of the offender’s sentence, and (3) expand the use of the Work Ethic Camp Program to include non-violent, non-sex offenders with a sentence of up to 48 months.  Existing restrictions limit eligibility to those with a sentence of up to 36 months.    

       

Law and Justice Act

This item funds the Washington State Law and Justice Council (WSLJC) planning efforts to develop a framework for community sanctions which will provide more opportunity for judicial discretion in sentencing. 

       

Vendor Rate Increase

This item funds a vendor rate increase of 2.5 percent on July 1, 1997, and an additional 2.7 percent on July 1, 1998 for contracted work release facilities. 

       

Local Government Impacts

This item funds one-time local government impact associated with the opening of 512 additional beds at the Airway Heights Corrections Center. 

       

Year 2000 Programming Changes

Funds are provided to modify the Department's Offender Based Tracking System (OBTS) to assure accurate operations for years exceeding 1999. 

       

Data Communications Upgrade

Hardware and software upgrades are required for the Department's wide area network (WAN) to meet the needs of increased system utilization. 

       

Tracking System Replacement

Funds are provided for a feasibility study for future replacement of the Offender Based Tracking System.
