The Gorge Commission is required by the Columbia River Gorge Scenic Area Act (P.L. 99-663) to monitor the Act's implementation.  In Fiscal Year 1997 the Commission received a $215,000 federal grant from the United States Environmental Protection Agency to develop a monitoring program.  State funding is provided to implement this program which will help determine if the policies and guidelines in the Scenic Area Management Plan are meeting the goals of the scenic area act and will provide the basic information necessary to complete a review of the Management Plan.
