Recreation Gap Survey


Data describing outdoor recreation opportunities and demand is 10 years old and is no longer reliable.  Such information is used to make important capital investment decisions at all levels of government.  The Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation (IAC) will hire an outside consultant to complete a study investigating geographic recreational use patterns, user preferences, land management practices, user satisfaction and other related variables.  This information will be aggregated at both the state and county levels.  (Recreation Resources Account-State, Nonhighway and Off-Road Vehicle Activities (NOVA) Program Account). 


       


Recreation Accessibility Specialist


In the current biennium the IAC has employed a recreation accessibility specialist to train and advise state, federal, tribal, and local agencies on the design and operation of recreation facilities to meet barrier-free access issues associated with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  This position was funded through a grant from the Office of Financial Management and vacancies at the agency.  IAC anticipates filling these vacancies.  Partial funding of this position is provided to IAC with the remainder coming through the Governor's ADA program.  In addition to training agencies, this position will continue to develop the state's only database of barrier-free recreation facilities.  (Recreation Resources Account-State)

PRISM Data System Enhancement


In the current biennium the IAC implemented the highly successful Project Information System (PRISM).  PRISM has automated IAC's grant application and review process while also creating a database with which to answer basic questions regarding IAC grant programs.  Additional funding is provided to implement the second phase of PRISM.  Specific work will include automating remaining segments such as document imaging, transmission of data to the state accounting system, on-line invoicing, archiving of data, and connectivity to the Internet.  (Recreation Resources Account-State) 


       


Watershed Management Proposal *


Solutions to natural resources issues such as salmon recovery and water availability are best solved at the local level.  Based upon the passage of a referendum by the voters in November 1997, the capital budget contains funding for $14.3 million in grants to local governments to implement local watershed planning efforts.  IAC is provided funds in the operating budget to administer these grants.  (Watershed Resources Account)
